1 INTRODUCE

Introduce the
clipper to your pet

Turn on the clipper and without
touching your pet with the blade, gently
rub it against your pet. This helps
acclimate it to the sound and vibration.

BATHE

Prior bathing makes
clipping easier
To avoid snagging and pulling your pets

hair during clipping, always bathe prior
to cutting hair to clean and condition.

3 BRUSH

Brush Hair
Thoroughly

After bathing, brush your pet’s coat to
remove large pieces of debris and knots
that were not removed during bathing.
